NCC also known as National Cadet Corps is a
national level organisation developed under the
Ministry of Defence (MoD) from this article,
you will be able to know the history of NCC,
Different levels of camps in NCC and Impor-
tance of NCC Certificates.

History of NCC

NCC was officially formed in India on July 15,
1948 under the ministry of defence. NCC was
first known as university corps and later in 1920
it was renamed as UTC / University training
corps under the Indian terittorial act of 1920 and
in 1942, it was renamed as university officers
training corps and finally in 1948 NCC was
formed. Pandit H N Kunzru is known as the
father of NCC. The girls division (Junior wing
and senior wing) was created in 1949, the air
wing was created in 1950 and the haval wing
was created in 1952. The girls division of NCC
called Junior wing and senior wing where as
Boys division of NCC is called Junior division
and Senior division. The ultimate motto of NCC
1s unity and discipline. Currently NCC consists
of 17 directorates. NCC is headed by an army
officer with the rank of General and is called as
Director General of NCC (DGNCC).

Different Camps in NCC

NCC organises different types of camps at dif-
ferent levels that develops a cadets’ skills and
leadership qualities. Camps like Combined
Annual TRaining Camp (CATC), Annual
Training Camp (ATC) are conducted at battal-
lion level where as camps like Republic Day
Camp (RDC), Thal Sainik Camp (TSC), Army
Attachment Camp (AAC) etc are conducted at
national level and are also called National
Camps. To attend a national camp, a cadet must
attend numerous camps, where in each camp,

cadets are shortlisted based on their peformance
and skills.

NCC also organises adventure camps like
trekking camps, Rock climbing camps, moun-
taining camp etc. Among all these camps, RDC

is considered as the topmost NCC Camp in India
and cadets who attend RDC are considered to be
the best among their group.

Importance of NCC Certificates

NCC offers 3 levels of certification. They are
‘A’, ‘B’ and ‘C’ certificates.

‘A’ certificate is awarded after completing two
years of NCC training as JD / JW and the cadet
must attend alteast one Annual training camp or
combined annual training camp.

‘B’ certificate is awarded after completing two
years of NCC training as SD/SW cadet and must
have atleast 75% attendance.

For ‘C’ certificate to be awarded, a cadet must
have the ‘B’ certificate, be in the third year of
SD / SW and must attend atleast one Annual
training camp.

Benifits of C Certificate

A cadet having NCC ‘C’ certificate is given
direct entry into services selection board for
defence services, excemptions from certain
written exams, bonus marks in various recruit-
ment process and career with many educational
advantages. Not only in government jobs, but
also to paramilitary forces, defence oriented
jobs etc. NCC “C’ Certificate holders are given
preference.

Conclusion

In conclusion, NCC plays a vital role in
shaping the youth of India into responsible
citizens and potential leaders through its rigour-
ous training and disciplinary acts. The NCC ‘A’,
‘B’ and ‘C’ certificates serve as a testament to
the skills and dedication of its cadets, opening
doors to opportunities in defence services, gov-
ernment jobs and beyond, NCC still empower
and will continue to empower Indian youth.

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PROXY WARS :
WHY ARE THEY DEADLIER THAN ORDINARY WARS?

Imagine a chess game. Two players are moving
their pieces decisively to win the game. Except it’s
not entirely their decision. An outside force, maybe
a mentor, whispers in their ear, which pieces to pick
and where to put them. In effect, the mentors are
the ones playing the game, influencing and main-
ipulating the players, all for their own gain. The
mentors fight against each other, but the ones who
are affected are the players.

Now, replace the players with countries at war
and the mentors with global powers trying to
exploit the conflict. This is Proxy wars simplified.

What is Proxy Warfare?

Proxy wars are conflicts where major powers
indirectly engage each other by supporting
opposing sides in another nation’s conflict. The
two sides fighting within the countries are known as
proxies or sometimes referred to as clients, and the
outside supporters are called patrons. The war is
instrumentalised by these outside parties to use it as
a proxy for their external or larger dispute. Proxy
Warfare is becoming more popular as time passes
because these major powers can deny that they are
really involved in this conflict, they have no casu-
alities and unrest within their countries, and the
fighting happens elsewhere.

Proxy Warfare through the Ages

Proxy warfare isn’t new; it has been with us since
the early civilisations. The first evidence of a proxy
war was the Peloponnesian War (432-404 BCE),
fought between the city - states of Athens and
Sparta. The Spartans gained an advantage as the
Persian Empire supported them, which can be put
simply as proxy warfare. The British were known
for stirring up conflicts between cultural and reli-
gious groups within Indian nations to make them
weaker and easier to invade, for example, the
Carnatic wars. The Egyptian - Ottoman Wars were
proxy wars too.

The Cold War :
When Proxy Warfare Came Back

The Cold War was a period of global geopolitical
rivalry between the United States and the Soviet
Union (USSR) and their respective allies, the capi-
talist Western Bloc and communist Eastern Bloc,
which began in the aftermath of the Second World
War and ended with the dissolution of the Soviet
Union in 1991. Proxy warfare saw a resurgence in
the Cold War period as it became prevalent to avoid
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direct, potentially nuclear, confrontation. Key
example of said proxy wars include :

The Korean War

The Korean War (1950 - 1953) was a devastating,
and deadly conflict where North Korea, supported
by the Soviet Union and China, invaded South
Korea, which was defended by the United Nations,
primarily the United States.

Vietnam War

The Vietnam War (1955 - 1975) was fought
between the US - backed South Vietnam and the
USSR - backed North Vietnam. The war started
when the US supported the South Vietnamese gov-
ernment to prevent the spread of communism. The
war saw the extensive use of US weapons such as
Agent Orange and Napalm Bomb which claimed
millions of innocent people.

Afghan - Soviet War

The Soviet - Afghan War (1979 - 1989) Soviet
forces fought Afghan resistance (Mujahideen) sup-
ported by US weapons, leading to heavy casualities
and contributing to the USSR’s collapse.

The Angolan Civil War

The Angolan Civil War (1975 - 2002) : MPLA
and UNITA, backed by the Soviets and US, fought
for control, causing mass deaths, displacement and
economic destruction.

Modern Proxy Wars

Most wars fought today are Proxy Wars where
countless major powers fight each other without we
even knowing. Notable examples include the
ongoing Israeli - Palestinian War, the Russo -
Ukraine War, the Syrian Civil War, Myanmar Civil
War, Jammu Kashmir Conflict, Artsakh Liberation
War demonstrating a global trend of multipolar
power blocs supporting rival factions in regional
disputes. Let’s have a closer look at the major
proxy war that are happening right now:

The Israeli Palestinian War

This century - long conflict began under British
rule in the early 1900s. The 1947 UN Partition
Plant for separate Jewish and Arab states was
accepted by Jews but rejected by Arabs, leading to
the 1948 war and Palestinian displacement. Later
wars, including the 1967 Six-Day War, and upris-
ings worsened tensions. Peace efforts like the Oslo
Accords failed. Today, disputes over borders,
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settlements, statehood, and refugees continue to
fuel the conflict.
The Russo - Ukrainian War

In 2022, Russia launched a full-scale invasion of
Ukrain,e escalating tensions that had begun with
the 2014 annexation of Crimea. The war has
caused widespread destruction, thousands of
civilian deaths, and one of FEurope’s largest
refugee crises.

Myanmar Civil War

After the 2021 military coup ousted Aung San
Suu Kyi’s government, nation wide protests were
violently suppressed. Pro-democracy groups and
ethnic militias fought back, escalating into a full
civil war. Military attacks, arrests, and village
burnings have killed thousands and displaced
millions, plunging Myanmar into economic
collapse and international isolation.

The Syrian Civil War

It began 2011 during the Arab Spring, protests
against Bashar al-Assad’s regime escalated into a
multi-sided war. Extremist groups like ISIS
exploited the chaos, while foreign powers such as
Russia and Iran supported Assad, and the US and
allies backed opposition groups, turning Syria into
a global proxy battlefield.

The Jammu Kashmir Conflict

Since India-Pakistan partition in 1947, the
region has seen wars, skirmishes, and political
tension. Pakistan supports self-determination for
the Muslim - majority population, while India
considers the area an integral part of the country.
In 2019, India revoked Jammu and Kashmir’s
special status, further straining relations.

Why are they deadlier?

Proxy wars are often deadlier than regular wars
because they mix local conflicts with the global
interests of powerful nations, making them longer,
more complex, and harder on civilians. Unlike
direct wars between countries, proxy wars are
fought through militias, rebels, or regional forces
supported with weapons, money, and intelligence
from major powers. This foreign backing fuels
conflicts for years, preventing peace and causing
widespread instability, economic collapse, and
refugee crises. In short, proxy wars combine the

destruction of traditional warfare
with the chaos of indirect fighting,
leaving regions ruined and stuck
in violence for generations.

IISER Bhopal is one of the most prestigious
research institutions in India. They conduct an
all-India-level summer outreach camp. Approxi-
mately 10,000 students nationwide apply to this
camp, and only 250 are selected, making it one
of the most competitive camps to gain admission
to. The acceptance rate of this camp is around
2.5%. This academic year, I applied for this
camp, and I was one of the 4 students selected
for this camp from Kerala. The application
process consists of sending our CV and answer-
ing some personal questions. The questions are
about our relationship with science. They ask for
our marks obtained. The strongest part of my
application was my academic performance, the
four independent research projects I completed,
and the camps and courses I attended. This is a
one-week residential camp. Students stay at the
IISER Bhopal campus and do research. The
camp fee is just 2000 rupees; for this amount,
the accommodation, food and supplies are
covered, all with world-class facilities.

Even the train journey to Bhopal was an
extraordinary experience. My Camp started on
May 19th. I reached Bhopal early morning of the
18th. From there, IISER is 18 km away. I
reached the campus by 6 am. Bhopal city is not
as beautiful as Kerala, but the place where
IISER is located is a hub of top Educational
Institutes. The campus is enormous, covering
200 acres. The campus has a properly planned
infrastructure; all the labs, lecture halls, library,
classrooms, hostels, messes, playgrounds, and
research centres are located within the 200
acres. There are 8 hostels, 5 for males and 3 for
females and 5 messes, common for all. I was
allotted to the 8th hostel. The hostel really sur-
prised me, I never thought of an immaculate
hostel with modern infrastructure. That day
passed, and my Keralite friends and I visited the
entire campus. The campus features a large
cricket ground, football field, basketball court,
tennis court, Gym, and more.The vibe and
beauty of the campus make anexemplary atmo-
sphere for research and education. By the night
of the 18th, almost every student for the camp
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had reached the campus. The food provided for

us is appreciable, especially the masala Tea. In
the morning, we have options like poori, upma,
masala dosa, bread with butter or jam. Tea or
milk with Boost or Horlicks to drink. For lunch,
we have chapati, rice and curries. At night, we
also have similar food to lunch, along with
desserts like Gulab Jamun and Ice cream. On the
19th morning, after breakfast, we all gathered at
Lecture Hall 5 for the Inauguration of the camp
and for the first Interactive session. After that,
we had a refreshment break, where we were
provided with juice and snacks. After that, our
first official lecture started, it was a session by
Dr Ahanjit Bhattacharya, who was an assistant
of Carolyn R. Bertozzi, the winner of the 2022
Nobel prize in Chemistry. The session was on
chemistry evolution of chemistry and how the
practicality of chemistry has grown over the
years. After that, we have a lunch break for one
and a half hours, in that time we eat, make
friends and have a walk around the campus.
After lunch break, we have lab work. Lab works
are divided into 3 teams every day; each group
does one lab and rotates each day. First day, I
had the Biological Sciences lab, where I did
research on plant pigmentation and separated
pigments of plants using N-hexane and acetone.
Lab work ended by 5:30 pm, and we gathered in
the lecture hall for refreshment, then we had a
session on sports till 6:30, that was all for day
one. Then we had options of playing any sport,
walking, or playing indoor games till 9:30, then
by 10 pm everyone should be in the hostels. This
restriction was only for the camp students;
regular students have no time restriction, and the
library and computer centre operate till 2 in the
morning. We can also access the library or
computer centre till 10 pm. Till the 6th day, this
was the schedule for the camp. After the lab
work at 5:30, we are free to do anything.

I had talks on, Science of climate change, the
evolutionary stories of Indian and Asian plants,
solving polynomial equations, and discovering
the lonely Universe: An eternal endeavour.
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I also had interactive sessions on science and
society, electronics and computation: past, present
and future, From diversity to discovery: Model
organisms and the human blueprint, physics interac-
tion, Past information to present observations for
brighter vision: A journey from data to discovery,
Nature’s hidden code: Analysis and differential
equations, sustainable energy and materials science
in everyday life, from rain to river: The science
behind flooding, overview of Indian financial
markets.

The lab works were chemistry, environmental
sciences, chemical engineering, physics and the bio-
logical sciences.

All my sessions, labs and talks were taken by pro-
fessors who have several International achieve-
ments. My favourite lab was chemistry, because it
was my first time wearing lab equipment, and the
experiments we did were really fun. On the 6th night,
we had a party, all of us wore the best dresses, there

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BLINDFOLDED BEYOND REASON
HOW INDIA’S JUSTICE LOST ITS SIGHT

Justice - a word once considered sacred, a force
once regarded as divine. In India, justice was not just
a concept of law, but it was a reflection of faith, a
guiding light that separated truth from deceit, righ-
teousness from corruption. But today that very light
flickers weakly behind the thick curtains of delay,
manipulation and inefficiency. The goddess of
justice, who once held her scales with pride and
purity, now seems truly blind not in fairness, but in
helplessness.

The meaning of justice lies in equality, fairness and
truth. It is the promise that every wrong will finds it’s
right, every victim will find their voice, and every
oppressor will face their due. Justice is the backbone
of any civilized society, when it stands firm, society
thrives, when it bends chaos follows. Sadly in today’s
India, the backbone is slowly cracking under the
weight of bureaucracy, influence and human greed.

India’s judicial system was once hailed as one of
the strongest in the world. Yet as decades have passed
it’s efficiency has dwindled. Millions of cases remain
colded, some dragging on far decade long enough for
the victims to lose hope and accused to live freely.
Justice delayed is justice denied and today denial has
become a silent norm. The courts instead of being
temples of truth, often resemble endless corridors of
confusion, where poor are lost and the powerful are
protected.

Take the ‘Nirbhaya’ case (2012), a horrifying crime
that shook the conscience of the entire nation.
Though the brutality was beyond imagination, it took
over seven years for the final punishment to be
executed. The parents of victim lived each day in
agony, battling not only grief but also the slow-mov-
ing machinery of justice. Or consider the ‘Jessica
Lal’ murder case (1999), where the killer initially
walked free because of “Lack of evidence”. It was
only after relentless public outrage and media
pressure that justice was finally served.

These examples show how the system bends not
before truth, but before influence and delay. The lack
of evidence in countless cases shows a deeper wound,
not just in the legal structure, but in our society’s
moral fabric. Investigations are weak. Witnesses are
threatened, evidence is tampered with and truth
becomes a victim before the case even begins. When
the foundation of proof is weak, even the most honest
judge can’t deliver justice.

The ‘Aarushi Talwar’ double murder case (2008) is
a tragic reflection of this failure - contradictory
evidence,
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flawed investigations and years of confusionleft the
nation wondering whether truth even mattered. In
such an atmosphere, the guilty escape while the
innocent suffer.

But can we blame the police or forensic officers
alone? No - because many of them do their best, often
under immense pressure, lack of resources and politi-
cal interference. They are not always the villains in
the story, sometimes they are also victims of the same
broken system. However, what truly ruins the
meaning of justice is when citizens themselves misuse
it, when witnesses turn hostile for money, when
people support criminals out of fear or influence and
when those in power - politicians, businessman or
bureaucrats treat justice as a tool of control rather than
a symbol of truth itself.

In today’s India, one must ask: Is justice only for
those who have power, money and connections?

Because time and again it feels that the law bends
easily for the powerful but crushes the powerless.
Countless poor and innocent people rot in jails for
years for minor offenses. While those who exploit and
cheat walk free on bail. This inequality has bred a
dangerous mindset, a lack of fear among criminals, a
lack of honour for the law among the society. When
punishments become uncertain, crime becomes easier.
When the guilty see that justice can be bought or
delayed, the very purpose of justice collapses.

Corruption seeps into the system like poison -
slow, silent and deadly. Bribes can hoist facts, influ-
ence verdicts and silent voices. The Vyapam Scam,
the 2G spectrum case and the Unnao rape case all
highlight how power and politics can distort truth.
The media once the guardian of justice now often
trades integrity for rating. Public opinion becomes a
trial in itself loud, emotional and often unjust. In such
an atmosphere justice becomes a mirage, visible from
afar but impossible to touch.

The goddess of justice, often depicted blindfolded,
once symbolized impartiality. But today her blind-
ness has taken a darker meaning not of equality but of
ignorance. She can’t see the tears of the poor, the cries
of the innocent or the manipulation of the powerful.

Her scales no longer balance truth and lies - they tip
towards influence, wealth and connections. It is as if
the divine blindfold has turned into a mask of help-
lessness.

The stone wasn’t alive—but it carried an unseen
influence.

Case Conclusion:

CASE FILE 06 - THE BENDING SHADOW
